Solution
Ameresco, in partnership with BlueWave Solar, constructed a 
6.0 MW community solar farm in Mattapoisett, MA and a 10.2 
MW community solar farm in Wareham, MA. At Mattapoisett, 
an Eversource right of way runs adjacent to the project site 
and serves as the point of interconnection. At Wareham, the 
Eversource right of way bisects the four arrays.
